Reflecting on last year’s conference...
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The concept of the Kim Phuc Foundation was inspired
by Kim Phuc - an innocent victim of the Vietnam War
at the age of nine. On June 8, 1972, Kim's village of
Trang Bang came under attack by South Viethamese
planes, which mistakenly dropped napalm on a
Buddhist pagoda in an area where the North
Viethamese were infiltrating. While running for safety
with other children, Kim was severely burned by the
napalm.

The famous photograph of Kim Phuc taken by the
Pulitzer Prize winning AP photographer, Huyng Cong
Nick Ut, is evidence of the cruelty of war toward child
victims, and became a symbol of civilian suffering in
the Vietnam War. Kim suffered many years of painful
burn therapy, but she always longed to reach out and
help other children who were victimized by war.

Her incredible strength and spirit are evident when
she speaks about forgiveness and helping children.
The Kim Phuc Foundation may have been inspired by
her pain, but its focus is on world peace and healing.



Invisible Children:

Motivated by the unseen war in Northern Uganda, Invisible
Children was created by three young filmmakers with a
singular mission:

To use the power of stories to change lives around the
world.

The Do. Campaign:

Is an opportunity to show the world that kids can be
producers of change and not merely consumers of product
and resources. It is a call out to kids from kids to get up at
DO something about a cause they are passionate about.
Come up with a pro-active, outside-the-box idea that has
enough power in it to stir people - like a 100km backpack in
8 days -then get out there and talk to people and tell them
how the campaign intends to bring awareness.

The Argo’s Foundation:

In August 2005, the Toronto Argonauts rallied a small group
of concerned citizens to come together in response to the
increase in gun violence in the GTA and beyond and so
began the Stop the Violence Campaign. At the core of The
Argos Foundation is a common passion for caring shared
by its staff, volunteers and the community at large. This
heart-felt commitment to empower youth in our community
is what The Argos Foundation is all about.

Toronto Crime Stoppers:

Crime Stoppers is a partnership of the public, police and
media that provides the community with a proactive
program for people to assist the police anonymously to
solve crimes and, thereby, to contribute to an improved
quality of life.
